DISC JOCKEY MOBBED: DISC JOCKEY THREATENED: A TELEPHONE CALLER THREATENED THE 
LIFE OF DISC JOCKEY DAVE MICKI E AFl'ER A TUMULTOUS WELCOME AT A HIGH SCHOOL 
YESTERDAY. The Canadian Press r e ported it, the local newspapers found it excit­
ing news and took photos to prove the mob scene. Dave Mickie of CHIQ Hamilton 
was i nvited by a local Hamil t on High School to take part in their school track 
and f ield activi ties . A crowd estimated by police to be in excess of 3500 were 
on hand to greet Mickie as he landed on the school grounds in a helicopter. 
Several people were hurt in the rush by teenagers to get closer to Mickie. One 
d~ssenter i n the crowd, with the help of a tire chain, att empted to show his 
disapproval of Mickie but was roughed up by those who approved and was later 
arrested for carryi ng an offensive weapon. The radio station later reported 
a telephone threat on the life of Mickie. It has been suggested, the only 
thing bigger than Dave Mickie in Hamil ton is the Hamil ton Moun ta.in.

CLARK 5 Are slat ed to appear for possibly' two shows on June 9 at Varsity Arena 
Toronto. Also h eadlining the show will be Canadian BOBBY C~TOL,A. Tickets are 
already on sale and being grabbed up very fast.

Jillianne, who comes 
from Chomedy, Quebec introduces herself as a folk singer with this release and 
we feel it has strong potential and should be programmed by both easy listening 
and top forty stations.

THE HISTORY OF A HIT. To show y ou what can happen to a hit and allow us to 
show you how we fall short; I would like to use a fine record as an example. 
Thi s record had all the ingredients of a top ten record, 
and proved it in more than 50% of the areas in Canada. 
We are talking a bout, "Let Love Do The Talking" by DIANE 
LEIGH . This Quality release started very early in one 
ma j or market, and was dropped because of lack of 
immediate action. Shortly after it started to show 
action in the east, then in the west, and as it 
s t ar ted in one point, it was finishing elsewhere. No 
rec ord c an gain any momentum when this happens. When 
t o s tart on a hit, and where to look for indic_ation 
of action? It i s our hope that RPM can fulfil this need for unified action on 
a GREAT r ec ord of outstanding potential, and possibly make certain that all the 
stat ions a cross Canada act with some unity. It would be a great feather in the 
c aps o f Canadian stations to have a hit in the top ten across Canada. Possibly 
we can be of some help. If y ou s ee a record showing action in RPM and you 
have not receive d a copy but would be i nterested in programming same, just 
drop us a line a t RPM and we will do all possible to see that the company that 
has releas ed t he record gets a promo copy to you as soon as possible. 

A QU ICK LOOK AT CHART ACTION. To give you s oree idea of what is happening with 
the s t a ti ons across Cana da, we wo ..: l d like to give you soo:e of the statistics 
on our l i s ts. This week 21 charts were received (approx. 55o/o of charts publish­
ed) an d i ndica t e d the followi ng: Goody-13, Property-10, French Song-3. Baby 
Bea t le-5, Louise-4 . Of the 900 ( a pprox ) listings checked, 47 were Canadian 
Conten t. Of the 21 cha rts received only 3 listed no CC singles. Since we are 
rec e iv ing more c harts, our c ycle is expanding to once every 2}2 weeks that each· 
chart appears. 

No i nforma tion y et on the supporting a cts for the BEATLES' appearance in Toronto 
Sept . 7. We hope to see a good lineup of Canadian talent. It is now definite 
there will be two shows. The British group will gross $91,000. 

The new promotion man for Quali t y Records is ED LAWSON, a former Toronto Police- · 
man. 

GEORGE OFFER, Apex Records reports that DANNY !!ARRISON, Peterboro boy and 
former lead of t he COUNT VICTORS has a new release ''You'll Never Know"(Coral) 
and that it is picking up spotty reaction across the US. The flip side "Blue 
Souvenirs"- has been picked by some stations as the better side. 

GINETI'E RENO "Fi nd Me A Boy" (Co ral) ha s been si gned to do a show for CBC-TV 
show Music Hop, June 17. Ginette's new release has been picked by the American 
Tra des and is showing good chart action across Canada. 



This week our "Talk Back" letter is from BRUCE RUGGLES, Program Director at 
CFCB North Bay. "Dear Walt: I've been following your 
interesting newsletter for awhile, and have been giving 
some serious thought to your ideas of promoting Canadian 
talent. CFCH-Radio is very fortunate, inasmuch as we are 
r i ght in the heart of the greatest vacation country any ­
where, and we h ave thousands upon thousands of American 
visitors up this way every year . 1 would be willing to 
give serious consideration to a half hour all Canadian 
record s h ow during the summer months, perhaps on a 
Saturday afternoon . I feel this wo uld stimulate inter­
est not only in our o~~ people, but certainly in the 
American tourists. My problem is this: where can I 
obtain a complete list of all Canadian records turned 

out to date ( especial ly those on t h e major labels)? I guess we could go back 
to the Beau-Marks "Clap Your Hands", but can y ou bring me up to date from there? 
Naturally, we'll keep the weekly newsletters handy so that we may continue to 
be kep t abreast of the current releases. Along t h is same line, if you're in 
touch with any of the leadinging l a bels who have a few "oldies" as far as 
Canadian taler.t is concerned, would y ou ask them to kindly send one copy of 
each. I' 11 t r y t o get t hi s pro gram idea off the ground by the first of July ."

Our only complaint: From the 
review of one o f the local newspapers, they mus t have sent their reporter who 
usually covers vi olin recitals and the only thing that would excite the crowd 
would b e a draft from one of the doors being left open. We felt thi s was true 
Canadian y outh letting kno~~ their appreciation fer the artists performing for 
them.
