The Castle in St. Catherines, Ontario has been tabbed the most beautiful teen club in North America,
«and where the “‘in"" crowd ongmated The Castle is now the official home of Canada's Mod Beat and
where the “Carnaby Street Canada Look' originated. The Castle is owned and operated by Ron
Metcalfe who, a few short years ago, topped the American Hit Parade with his instrumental recording
of “Twisting At The Woodchoppers Ball’’. The Ron Metcalfe orchestra, 17 musicians, 2 vocalists and
a vocal group, was billed as ““The Most Exciting Dance Band in the Land'* and toured throughout the
United States and Canada. It was this knowledge of the business that has set Metcalfe apart from
most promoters and club owners. He knows what his audience wants and knows how to go about giving
it to them. Groups who have appeared at his posh Castle have come away with a new slant on stage
presentation.
