Volunteers
expenses will be paid by The Company during the training period and upon completion of the training
program, successful candidates will receive enough money to pay for their food, housing, medical care
job travel expenses as well as a small personal allowance. In addition the volunteer will receive an
honorarium at the end of his service, based on the length of time he has served.

Certainly the money that
would contribute to our economy is sufficient reason to start building a Canadian industry. Fortunate-
ly many radio people have entered the music industry and have been burned so badly by a lack of ex-
posure that their attitudes have changed. Response from radio stations and record companies in the
last few weeks has indicated a far greater Canadian feeling. If this can continue, and if Canadians
from coast to coast can be caught up in the fever of Canadianism....we may yet become the Canada
that will make a musical mark on the world.
