They have complete flexib il ity for the use of 
echo equa lization , limi ting and compression. 
They have employed two different types of com­
pressors and four types of equa I izers.

Actually it's not a long story , unless you want to coun t the 6 years Christe lle Mac Kenzie 
and Arlene King saved thei r sheckles un til they got themse lves su fficient capitol to buy some re­
cord ing time. It was their intent ion to kic k the company off by recording Ar lene , but they decided to 
go on wha t they considered a sure thing Surrou nd Arlene wi th 6 rebe l sounding Irishmen, and with a 
North American population of over 30 million souls of the "auld sod " and those who would like to be , 
they fe lt they had a wi nner And the luck of the Irish it was . New York's Larry Utta l of Bell Records 
was aware of the potential of anything Irish and through Qual ity Records, who dis tributed the Casl 
sing le, released th is little piece of dynamite to a wa iting U.S. market.

The FOUR TOPS sent tha t magic Detroit or 
Tamla-Motown sound to the top of the Br itish 
charts th is week with the ir outi ng of " Reach 
Out I'l l Be There" . This disc has been getting 
an amazing vo lume of ai r play and so it reached 
the top in its second week on. 

Of somewhat spec ia I interest to readers 
of this column is this little tidbit: Radio London 
(the pirate station) aired the " can cut" vers ion 
of " Let's Run Away" by Ottawa's STACCATOS, 
last week and promptly got a se lect ion of letters 
from listeners who wanted to know if THE 
BEATLES had recorded the disc under a new 
name . DJ KENNY EVERETT assured his lis­
teners Iha t the disc was tru ly by a "new Can­
adian group" so he thought but he had to agree 
that there was a closeness in sound , writi ng 
and production to the fabulous four .
