The campaign will be backed up by in -store 
displays, trade mailers and various window 
displays in the Safeway stores. MCA Records, 
through their western regional promotion 
manager, Barry Ryman, will participate 
in the effort by supplying an undisclosed 
number of country albums to the twenty 
three radio stations for contest prizes. 
Prizes, given to Safeway customers sending 
saleslips and product identification to their 
local radio station, will be given throughout 
the May 20th -J une 22nd run of the promo­
tion. In addition to the regular giveaways of 
MCA product, there will be additional 
merchandise prizes and six grand prizes 
consisting of trips for two to Expo '74 in 
Spokane, Washington, arranged by Bartel 
Tours of Vancouver, plus MCA country 
libraries.

Cliff Edwards is back, with a dynamic 
package of talent that lends credence to 
that old establishment saying . .. ..

Edwards, his beautiful and talented wife 
Anne and his brother Brian, showcased 
their new act at the Friar's in Toronto 
(13-18) . His new label, Columbia, laid on 
the red carpet treatment for an opening 
night press, radio, dealer party. 

Edwards is not dynamic - he's talented, 
and if he made any attempt to "fire up" 
his lai d back image, he would probably 
blow it. He's driving - but he's leaving the 
scenery to Anne and Brian and a light, pop 
country backing. 

Obviously the Edwards' hiatus from the 
club/concert scene hasn't taken away from 
their ability to communicate with their 
audience. They still retain that Bells' 
charisma (they were original members) 
and now with the added talent of brother 
Brian, they emerge with a fresh new act 
that should bring them into prominence 
over the next few months. Brother Brian, 
former member of the Montreal -based 
Mashmakhan, adds that contemporary 
rock image the elder Edwards will need to 
"cross over" into that more lucrative field. 

Pop programmers are already into Edwards' 
initial outing for Columbia, "Love May Be 
The Answer", with a couple of rock con­
temporary majors also sampling the single. 

TELFER IN SEARCH 
OF AN AUDIENCE 
Axe recording artist Jay Telfer is taking 
his lumps on the Toronto "noise" circuit 
- almost an exercise in futility. He did what 
he does well at the Chimney (13-18) - a 
"hamburger heaven" without both for 
opening night - but he must have found 
it difficult competing with the "love" 
crowd. 

On record, Telfer is excellent ("Time Has 
Tied Me") but on stage he appears to lack 
that "zing" or "commanding image" . If 
you are allowed to listen intently to Telfer, 
you can detect an incredible modern and 
entertaining folk talent with lyrics (he 
writes most of his own material) to match . 
He does a nice job with "Second Storying", 
and "Ten Pound Note" and delivers a 
beautiful interpretation of fellow writer 
John Laughlin's "November". 

Telfer has a very pure image - much to his 
advantage in singing, but perhaps it lessens 
his impact at wit .. . .. but then there was 
that "high" audience that perhaps wasn't 
"high" enough to appreciate Jay Telfer. 

JEFF BURNS APPOINTED 
NATIONAL PROMO - GRT 
Jeff Burns has been appointed national 
promotion and A&R manager for GRT of 
Canada. Burns replaces Neill Dixon who 
will now head up his own independent 
promotion company. 

Prior to his appointment to GRT, Burns 
was associated with MCA Canada in the 
capacity of Ontario promotion manager. 
His vast knowledge of the industry gained in 
a very few years arms him well for his new 
venture. His interest in music during high 
school days led him into the group scene 
and from that into theatre where he became 
involved in direction and writing. Wanting 
firsthand knowledge of the marketing 
aspect of the record business Burns joined 
the staff of A&A Records in Toronto where 
he worked his way up through sales and 
accounting into a managerial position. 
Recognizing his potential A&A transferred 
him to Montreal to handle advertising and 
sales when that chain first broke into the 
Quebec market. It was from here, in 1973, 
when he took on Ontario promo duties with 
MCA.

LITTLE ANTHONY MIXES 
TODAY WITH YESTERYEAR 
Although opening night was disappointing, 
crowdwise, for Little Anthony and the Im­
perials, their two week stay (13-25) at the 
Hook and Ladder Room of the Beverly Hills 
will probably end on a happy note. This is 
a slight trip into nostalgia by one who was 
in on the ground floor of the fifties "rock 
and soyl" era. Their big hit of 1958, "Tears 
On My Pillow" , was a standout but used 
only as a hook for the nostalgia kick. The 
group are into today's sound with an excit­
ing professionalism that puts them in a 
league of their own. 

Little Anthony (Jourdine) is still the front 
man but the Imperials are exceptional as 
solo acts. Their dance movements on the 
small stage are tight and with an obviously 
well practiced precision. Harold "The Hawk" 
Jenkins is the crowd pleaser with his rhythmic 
body movements and a dance routine that 
raises a bit of a sweat on the audience as 
well. 

The show is a building process from the 
opening number. Exacting movements, a 
little comedy, interesting patter with the 
audience and a wall of sound generated 
by his travelling back-up that obviously 
influences his pickup musicians.

A YEAR OF CHANGE AND 
DEVELOPMENT AT RCA 
It's now almost one year after RCA Canada 
instituted regional changes within its 
record division and "It's the best thing that 
could have happened" says Ed Preston who 
is in charge of the central and western regions 
and oversees the A&R department, the 
studios, and the sales and promotion depart­
ments. One of the major problems that 
created a tight situation within the industry 
and in particular with RCA was the shortage 
of vinyl. Says Preston, "The major cri?is 
has passed. January and February were 
the largest months, making this the biggest 
quarter in the history of the company." 

There has been some concern by major rec­
ord companies with the actual value of their 
regional promotion men. Some are appar­
ently considering shaving down their promo­
tion staff. Not with RCA. Ed Preston values 
his regional promotion people, who are 
also involved in artist relations. Programmers 
and press people as well as visiting artists 
constantly take the time to inform Preston 

COLOUR AVAILABLE 
FROM GALBRAITH 
Galbraith Reproductions of Toronto, one of 
the pioneers in supplying glossy photos to 
the entertainment industry, has announced a 
major price breakthrough in colour photos. 

What Galbraith is supplying actually is that 
demanded by groups, agencies and individ­
uals from coast to coast - "colour photos 
at a reasonable price". The firm's AI Gal­
braith and Gale Gannon had considered 
entering the colour photo business but the 
cost per print, even in large quantities, 
would have been way out of line for the 
average entertainer. 

Coupled with their knowledge of the busi­
ness along with startling new advances in 
chemistry, photographic paper and equip­
ment, Galbraith and Gannon hit upon a 
formula whereby they could produce 
colour photos of entertainers at a reasonable 
price. In quantities of 100 Galbraith sells 
8 x 10 colour photos, produced from a 
submitted negative for 99 cents each. Prices 
go as low as 85 cents each. Normal in-plant 
time is three working days. 

With the advent of colour glossies, Galbraith 
has introduced a new dimension in group 
and artist selling. 

Galbraith was one of the first to offer 
reasonably priced photo posters of enter­
tainers. These two feet by three feet posters 
at $3.95 in black and white or colour had 
the added advantage of being framed and 
were ideal for in-store or tavern display. 

The Galbraith story actually began back in 
1956 when AI Galbraith entered the dry 
process duplicating business in Toronto's 
printing and stationery district. His total 
capital - one thousand dollars. It wasn't 
until 1963 when Galbraith came across a 
machine that was capable of fast, economi­
cal glossy reproduction. A year later he had 
the process down to a science and was pro­
ducing quantities of glossies at 13 cents 
each. A few years later and after having 
churned out hundreds of thousands of 
glossies, primarily to large firms (CBC, 
Pacific Western Airlines, Philco-Ford and 
Canadian General Electric) Galbraith 
became increasingly aware of the entertain­
ment industry and after a successful pitch 
now deals with hundreds of booking agents, 
record companies and entertainers from 
coast to coast in Canada. 

of the importance of the RCA man in the 
field. 

Many changes have occurred over this past 
year, probably one of the most being the 
influence of television packaging of albums. 
RCA is now looking hard at this concept. 
Preston believes that television packages, no 
matter who presents them, have brought 
about a much higher degree of interest by 
the public in catalogue product. "I am 
totally convinced that TV packages have 
influenced sales at the retail level. There's 
a good percentage of viewers who won't 
send money in the mail but they will go 
out and shop for the items and be influenced 
by other product from their favourite artist 
or group." 

RCA has lent their tracks to multi-artist 
variety packs. One of the most recent and 
apparently very successful is the release by 
Marathon of "Country Music Cavalcade". 
Included on this album are tracks by the 
Mercey Brothers, George Hamilton IV, Dick 
Nolan, The Family Brown, Carlton Show­
band and others. They have also been invol­
ved with this type of project on their own for 
concentration with rack jobbers. 

A big sore point with Preston has been the 
rumours, already touched on, about Cana­
dian content. Stories have it that RCA passes 
over Canadian artists and gives the vinyl prob­
lem as an excuse. "This just isn't true", says 
Preston, "We won't close the door on any 
artist we feel has potential. RCA's studios 
have been exceptionally busy with label and 
commercial activity - much of it being 
label work. 

"Sure we drop artists from time to time, 
mostly through lease deals. We are being 
morc discreet with some releases which we 
feel is more in keeping with our capabilities 
to develop artists, and we don't release 
every single and album released in the U.S." 

With such a heavy concentration on Cana­
dian product it's even more disturbing to 
Preston that RCA doesn't get the credit it 
deserves for Canadian content recordings. 
Last year (1973) they released eighty-two 
singles and fifty albums of Canadian artists 
- approximately seven hundred and fourteen 
Canadian content selections. Says Preston: 
"We are a major supplier of French Canadian 
product. Fifty percent of sales by our Que­
bec branches are with French Canadian 
product.

COLUMBIA MOVES INTO 
TELEVISION ADVERTS 
Columbia has expanded its merchandising 
efforts into television advertising. The first 
ever Columbia produced taggable sixty 
second spots are now in the can and ready 
for a heavy concentration from mid-May 
through June. Artists and groups included 
in the ad campaign include: Murray Mc­
Lauchlan, Chicago, Paul Simon, Billy Joel 
and many others. 

The spots, advertising new product by the 
above artists and tied-in with leading 
retailers, will appear on those U.S. border 
stations carrying "In Concert" and "Midnite 
Special" covering Vancouver, Calgary, 
Winnipeg, Toronto and Montreal. The tag­
gable spots will also be used on CBC-TV's 
network outing of "Rock Show" hosted by 
Don Kirschner. 

Julian Rice, Director of Merchandising for 
Columbia, reports that "if successful, 
television advertising will be an ongoing 
activity for Columbia." 
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in Canada, have surpassed their monthly 
quotas every month since the first of the 
year. Preston attributes this to product and 
the company's approach to marketing. 

The trade papers in the U.S. have devoted 
a great deal of space to the" Returns" 
problem in that country. Preston's opinion 
- "I feel the Canadian industry, and par­
ticularly RCA, is several years ahead of the 
market in the south finding a solution to 
this problem." 

RCA was one of the first companies to 
become involved in co-op advertising with 
dealers and are still the leader in this field. 
The company prefers to tie all plans in with 
co-op advertising, rather than discount pro­
grams, giving an edge to the consumer and, 
in most cases, showcasing both current and 
catalogue product. 

Rack jobbers too are more inclined to co­
operate with RCA now than ever before. 
They are interested in the overall situation 
(catalogue) as well as the hit product - to 
get the impact of the product to the retail 
level. 

Piracy is still a major problem for RCA who, 
together with other members of the CRIA, 
are keeping up a running battle in an attempt 
to curb this practice. Much concentration 
is being placed on B.C. which appears to 
be the spawning ground for illegal tapes. 
Canadian companies have the protection 
of the Canadian Copyright Act and the 
RCMP have apparently stepped up their 
enforcement of this Act. 

On the single front, Preston is convinced 
that singles are still an important item. He 
admits that single sales are not as healthy 
as in previous years and 'blames much of 
this on the growing practice of taping hits 
off the radio. He insists however, "Singles 
still sell albums. The right kind of single 
can still sell 100,000 copies and that creates 
album sales too." 

Advance U.'S. record service to Canadian 
radio stations is a problem to some compan­
ies but not to RCA. Preston values the single 
action on RPM even though the single hasn't 
been released in Canada. "We can release in 
three days. The chart should show a propor­
tion of what is going to happen not be 
entirely based on what is happening." 

There is a heavier concentration this year 
than ever before for the U.s. release of 
Canadian product. Preston expects to see a 
hefty increase by mid-year. Their A& R 
departments (English) with Barry Keane 
looking after contemporary rock and pop 
and Barry Haugen the coun try field, have 
increased their activity as well, with new 
signings and releases to be announced over 
the next few weeks. 

ERIKSON INTO 
WESTERN TOUR 
U.A. recording artist Karl Erikson is now 
into his western tour which kicked off May 
17. He will play dates in Edmonton, Leth­
bridge, Dawson Creek, Prince George, Kam­
loops and Kelowna. He will share the billing 
with Savoy Brown on the Edmonton and 
Lethbridge dat~s. 

Erikson is still showing good form with his 
current single, "It's Gonna Be Alright" 
and" Kersbrook Cottage". Both sides have 
found favour with pop and country pro­
grammers as well. Both sides are included 
on Erikson's "I Am Next" album to be 
released the latter part of May. A follow-up 
single, "Waiting For The Rain" is also 
included on the album.

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up, we tipped the questioner to those who 
could best answer the questions regarding 
that segment of the music industry. 

It is a standing order in our office that 
questions regarding the record industry 
be referred to the Canadian Recording 
Industry Ass~ciation (CRIA). 

Most of the inquiries that do come into our 
office regard the domestic Canadian music 
industry, of which the record industry (dom­
esti c) is a part. 

In an effort to promote the industry and 
also RPM (which anyone will agree is 
nothing but good business practise), we 
do co-operate with anyone seeking infor­
mation. 

So ... although we aren't the voice of the 
industry, calls are being constan tly referred 
to us from people in Canada and inter­
nationally to answer questions about the 
industry. The referals are from the very 
associations not wanting us to speak on 
behalf of the industry. 

Not too many years ago, there was little 
written about the industry in Canada, and 
there were very few available to speak for 
the industry. I t has only been recently 
that the industry has really sought press 
and been able to accommodate anyone 
seeking information. 

As recently as five years ago, there was no 
one in the Canadian record industry who 
could get together a representation to appear 
before the CRTC at an open hearing regard­
ing the Cancon regulations. 

In five years, the industry has come a long 
way. We still aren't used to the idea of 
turning away anyone seeking information, 
and we haven't been able to get rid of the 
phrase "RPM, the voice of the Canadian 
record industry". 

Perhaps we shouldn't even try to change our 
status in the industry in view of the fact that 
RPM mait}tains an open door policy to 
print any of the views or feelings of any 
segment of the industry. 

None of the associations representing the 
industry have been turned down when they 
have an announcement to make. That 
announcement would appear in an advertise­
ment or in the editorial portion of RPM. 

Comments on behalf of any of the associa­
tions allied to the music industry in Canada 
are welcomed by RPM. 

The reason for RPM is to represent the music 
industry which represents music publishers, 
artist managers, booking agents, artists, 
independent producers, songwriters and 
record companies. Each and every week our 
pages are filled with items about all of 
these segments of the industry. We also 
represent the country, rock, popular and 
serious aspects of the music industry. 

Ten years ago when RPM began, our aim 
was to bring together each of these segments 
of the industry and to inform the industry 
from St. John's to Victoria. 

It would be foolhardy of us to withdraw 
from that original aim ten years later, 
because of the demands of a few, and what 
is shaping up to be a battle of personalities, 
- yet we become involved, if we wish to . 
continue our day to day activities, as a 
publication covering the music industry in 
Canada. 

Strangely enough we have survived all the 
direct and subtle pressures forced upon us 

over the past two or th ree years. 

We still publish weekly and we still command 
a subscription list that guarantees us the 
bulk of the music industry in Canada. These 
represent our readers and their interest is 
indicated by the fact that they are paid 
subscribers. . 

Ten years later we find ourselves the victim 
of a paper war. What was the chief criti­
cism of RPM years ago, now comes to the 
forefront. 

As small as the paper is, it was published 
every week on paper that the industry felt 
wasn't glossy enough for this business. Now 
we find that even newsprint is becoming 
expensive and at a premium. 

What the industry would not accept years 
ago is now becoming scarce and expensive. 
In fact other magazines may soon be in the 
same situation . 

Paper costs are skyrocketing and newsprint 
(which is the cheapest paper available) is 
the most in demand and the shortest in 
supply. 

Monthly publications that are not tightly 
scheduled have the advantage of a more 
expensive stock which is more readily 
available. If we were not a weekly and 
dependant on automation and instant 
publication with news and data that the 
trade wants quickly, we might consider a 
different process and a better quality paper. 

Increases in costs and the loss of some 
advertisers has forced us to consider publish­
ing every other week. In essence this means 
that the music industry in Canada can't 
afford a weekly trade paper. 

This would eventually lead to a monthly 
publication which would in fact be a more 
profitable venture. 

A great deal depends on the continuing 
increase in the cost of paper, in k, labour 
and supplies and the cooperation of the 
industry. 

LES GRANDS BALLETS 
STORM THE WEST 
When Montreal's les Grands Ballets Canad­
iens first performed the Who's "Tommy" 
in the fall of 1970 critics were quick to heap 
praise on both the company's interpretation 
and the Who's music. Since that first inno­
vative step almost four years ago, les Grands 
Ballets have performed "Tommy" through­
out Canada and the United States, to con­
tinued acclaim. 

The company's current swing through the 
major cities of western Canada leaves no 
doubt that the magic of "Tommy" is still 
very much alive and that the ballet's inter­
pretation is as valid as ever. Utilizing tapes 
of the Decca album with only minor editing, 
les Grands Ballets delighted audiences 
in Calgary, Edmonton, Regina and Vancouver 
with their forceful dancing, imaginative 
stage design and most importantly with 
faithful adherence to the story. Four years 
later, "Tommy" is still a delight and 
audiences across the west responded with 
standing ovations and enthusiastic cheering. 

Opening the performance in each city was 
"Ceremony", the Pierre Henry /Spooky 
Tooth collaboration which unfortunately 
relies more on gimmickry than musical or 
dramatic worth for its impact.

$6.99. This contains only 5 songs each side 
without one song breaking 4 minutes barrier. 

These may get charted, but only on shipping 
strength, but returns will be very high because 
of no retail movement. 

Also if your paper is a truly music industry 
source I should think perhaps you should 
devote a regular column to retail and 
consumer viewpoints. 

Not to criticise or complain but to make 
a full circle of a record and its industry. 

Retail is the last and most important step in 
this industry and covered correctly could 
provide a significant contribution in many 
areas.

GET ALL THE FACTS 
ABOUT THE UNION ... FIRST 
May 7/74 

I read with great interest, your article in 
the May 11 th RPM, about five, B.C. radio 
stations organizing with ACTE. In view 
?f the, almost universal, low pay and quest­
IOnable working conditions that Canadian 
stations have to offer, I feel it wouldn't be 
a bad idea for your magazine to publish 
more, in depth, articles about the joys of 
organizing. 

My warning comes from personal exper-

ience. I feel I was made the, "Innocent 
Victim", of an attempt to organize one 
radio station in B.C. Many promises were 
made to me, by a union; i.e. "better wages, 
working conditions, tenure, etc." On the 
other hand, the management of the station 
in question made some, "Veiled Threats" 
about joining a union. Of course, the threats 
were mostly by innuendo, so as not to 
contravene the Canadian Labour Relations 
act. 

After all the dust had settled, the station 
still has an application for certification 
pending, somewhere, and I was politely 
given a pat on the backside, out the door, 
with tales of some nebulous changes in 
station policy, that precipitated my demise. 
I have since heard, that the morale of the 
place has deteriorated to the point of 
having three people forced out, to seek a 
more humane atmosphere. All of this, a 
direct result of the attempt at organization. 
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I hold no ill feelings toward my former 
employer, or union. Apparently, my career 
has suffered no serious set-back as a result 
of the whole mess. The question of my 
personal involvement with the union was 
brought up during negotiations with other 
broadcasting concerns in the province. This 
did not bar me from taking a position with 
the above company. 

After being "let go" from my other position, 
I took no action against the company for 
unfair labour practices. I was later informed 
that the union did bring charges against the 
company, but they were later dropped, with 
no explanation. 

It was, and still is, my belief that I was, 
"let go" because management felt I was an 
organizer, which I wasn't, and the company 
would be better off without me, and the 
union. I still won't bring the charges myself, 
for fear of being, "blacklisted" by the 
industry.

In the west, there is a very strong feeling that 
Toronto and Montreal could care less about 
what is happening.

The eight by ten glossy, probably the most 
common medium of expression and news in 
the trade world wide, is a rarity in western 
Canada. The press release is virtually unheard 
of. These are things which will take time 
an d effort to se t righ t. 

Any business, whether it be records or trac­
tors, depends on the stock tools of trade 
reporting to spread its message. To get our 
message across, we have to bring these 
tools into use .

With due credits to the New Musical Express, 
we now provide some sample extracts from 
this most remarkable and enlightening inter­
view, which tells us more about the lifestyle 
of the Stones, for example, than anything I 
can recall. 

"When I was about 16," she says, "I wanted 
to be an actress, and a scholar too. But 
whatever I wanted to be, I wanted to be 
great at it. My first move was to get a 
Rolling Stone as a boyfriend. I slept with 
three and then I decided the lead singer was 
the best bet. 

" I knew he (Mick) wasn't the most impor­
tant because I had always understood that 
in the Stones, Keith was the most important. 
I think, in the beginning, I was always 
really in love with Keith much more than 
anyone else, as a fan. He's the epitomy of 
the Romantic Hero and, if you're am iddle­
class girl and you've read your Byron, that's 
Keith Richard ... even now. 

"He's turned into Count Dracula now, but 
he's still an injured, tortured, damned 
youth which is really such fun, isn't it? 
That's the thing about the Stones ... that 
they're dirty and awful and arrog·ant and 
Keith is still like that." 

An then, on the subject of girl singers. 
"Chick singers are such nebulou s objects. 
It's built on such funny things. And it's 
not really good music. It's just if they're 
pretty or sexy or say someth ing at the 
time. But you can't actually build a career 

as a pop singer if you're a woman. It's 
impossible. 

"What was sexy about Sandy Shaw and me 
was that we didn't give a damn. I didn't 
give a damn what happened to the record 
and I didn't give a damn what happened to 
any of them. I had a completely separate 
way of life plotted out for ·myself and th is 
was just a way to get out of Reading (her 
hometown)." 

Marianne claims that Mick Jagger used her 
as a source of lyric inspiration for his songs. 
"It was like having a butterfly or an insect 
on a pin. It's beautiful and fascinating. I 
was, and I am, so complex and he couldn't 
let me go. He had me on a p in and he 
watched me flail and writhe, but it was some­
thing that fascinated him as an artist." 

Nonetheless, Marianne still believes that 
J agger wanted her to make it in her own 
right. "He didn't want me not to make it. 
But the thing about two artists that love 
each other ... all artists, you know, are 
totally selfish and, in the end, whether Mick 
would admit this or not, I was giving him 
fantastic food for material and that was 
much better than me being a little actress 
in my own right." 

On a broader plane, we continue. "This is 
what happened to a whole generation. We 
all wanted to have as much feeling as we could 
get hold of. We wanted to experience as 
much actual feeling, whether it was awful 
or nice or whatever. We wanted it because 
we knew, and we were right, that anything 
is better than no feeling. But I feel it can 
be controlled now. 

"You have the martyrs· of that school of 
thought who died and it's silly - but 
immeasurable numbersiof people came 
through it ... damaged, but through it. 
We're all screwed up. We've got to accept 
that. But it doesn't stop you operating. It

I sign this letter, because all facts contained 
herein are true, and I wish to lend credibil­
ity to them. However, I ask you not to pub­
lish my name, as it has already been 
blackened (or reddened) enough by the 
whole mess.

CBC RESPONDS TO 
CRTC PROPOSALS 
The CBC English television network has 
announced the plans for the 1974-75 season 
and the proposed programming appears to 
fall in line with the CRTC proposals of last 
month - an immediate end to American 
dominance in prime-time, increased quant­
ity and quality of Canadian programming, 
the airing of at least twelve Canadian feature 
films per year and a gene ral end to mass­
audience programming concepts , among 
others. 

New concepts on the CBC include themed 
evenings, regionally-produced drama, a five ­
minute noon-hour network newscast on 
weekdays, a number of new information mini­
series, a country music show that follows 
its star on a cross-country tour, and a series 
showcasing the work of Canadian film-
makers in prime time. 

Canadian-produced programming will be 
largely concentrated in prime time with 
specials of a widely diversified nature on 
Wednesday nights. A Sunday afternoon time 
period, starting in January, will be devoted 
to repeat telecasts of "the best of prime 
time shows", not limited to programs of 
the immediate past, but flexible enough to 
accommodate outstanding shows from any 
time previous. 

Specifically: 

THEMED EVENINGS 
Four themed evenings are planned with one 
in the fall and three in the ,new year. These 
programming blocks (2}1 to 3 hours) will be 
scheduled on Wednesday nights, concen­
trating on a single theme of interest to 
Canadians. The first, in October, looks at 
Canadian television from the viewpoints of 
the industry and viewers, assessing its effect 
on the viewing public, and possible future 
directions - a very appropriate first pro-
gram in light of the new CRTC directives. The 
other theme evenings will include the 
National Film Board's "Canada's Atlantic 
Provinces" and a Stratford evening with 
Norman Campbell's TV production of 
"She Stoops to Conquer" (taped at the 
Stratford Festival Theatre). A fburth themed 
evening is yet to be announced . 

NEWS 
A noon hour five minute newscast will be 
instituted keeping viewers abreast of the 
up-to-the-minute events of the day. Mike 
Daigneault, chief news editor of CBC's 
English television network, plans to strength­
en the TV news service with specialized 
reporters covering such areas as science 
and medicine, economics and labor. 

DRAMA 
Four ninety-minute taped productions of 
outstanding Canadian theatrical plays will 
come to the CBC in the form of "Opening 
Night". The series is designed to reflect the 
current vitality in theatre in various parts of 
the country and will be taped in the cities 
of origination. "Opening Night" will be 
telecast on Wednesday nights beginning in 
February. 

"House of Pride", a 26-episode half-hour 
drama series to commence in January, will 
mark CBC-TV's first experiment with serial­
ized drama. The programs will be produced 
in Halifax, Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg and 
Vancouver. (the story being of a contempo­
rary and far-flung Canadian family) and will 
be telecast twice a week for a thirteen week 
run. 

Sunday night drama will include an anthology 
series on tape and film, including a TV versior 
of "Te n Lost Years" from the best-seller by 
Barry Broadfoot as staged in Toronto 
Workshop Theatre . 

I N FORMATION SE RI ES 
AND SPECIALS 
The world population and food problems 
and the political aspects of the world crisis 
will be examined in three one-hour fall 
specials entitled "Elements of Survival". 
A documentary-drama on the accelerating 
phenomena of military take-overs, "Coup 
d' Etat", is also planned for next season. 
Other documentary specials will include a 
report on cancer and a history of Canadian 
films. 

A number of mini -series will be presented 
Monday nights and will cover various areas 
of life such as mental health, the crisis of 
middle age and a devastating look at prisons. 

Science magazine debuts in January and 
consists of eight programs about develop­
ments on a broad scientific front. 

ENTERTAINMENT SERIES 
AND SPECIALS 
In the Thursday schedule next fall at 9PM, 
CBC-TV will debut a 26-week series starring 
Stompin' Tom Connors. The weekly half­
hours will contain major sequences filmed on 
the road of a special tour of some twenty 
Canadian communities this summer. A Satur­
day evening folk and pop music show, "En­
joy", will feature singer-performers from the 
Maritimes and Charlebois will open the sea­
son with a one-hour special. Various other 
musical specials will also be featured, includ­
ing the Old-Time Fiddlers' Contest at Shel­
burne, Ontario. 

CANADIAN FILM SERIES 
"Canadian Filmmakers" will showcase the 
work of filmmakers in this country with a 
half-hour series of documentary, drama, art 
films and animated films. The series is 
scheduled for 26 weeks in prime-time on 
Thursdays. 

WEDNESDAY NIGHT SPECIALS 
A six-part series entitled "A Third Testa­
ment", written and narrated by Malcolm 
Muggeridge, will be featured on Wednes-
day nights. This series will focus on the 
lives and thought of six outstanding Chris­
tians of the past. Various music specials of 
a classical nature will also be featured on 
Wednesday under the "Musicamera" banner. 
Other specials include" Jesus" - an attempt 
to separate myth from reality in the search 
for the "real Jesus" - and a program on the 
1 OOth anniversary of the telephone . "First 
Person Singular", the Lester B. Pearson 
series, will be repeated. 

SPORTS 
Following "Hockey Night in Canada" will 
be a brand new series "Overtime", with 
stars and hockey personalities appearing in 
a post-game setting to look at the league 
standings and discuss the night's action. 

CHILDREN'S PROGRAMS 
" Dr. lonk and the lunkins" is a new after­
noon show for 9-11 year-old children. The 
three-times-a-week series will be "half way 
between Sesame Street and Laugh-in" with 
items from ten seconds to three minutes in 
duration . Evolving from the summer try-out 
series "Dress Rehearsal", four new mini­
series for children will be shown on Wed­
nesdays at 5PM beginning in September 
and originating from four CBC production 
centres. And "Peanuts and Popcorn" pre­
sents a 16-week season of children's films 
Tuesdays at 4:30. 

TOMMY BANKS BEGINS 
SUMMER RUN ON CBC-TV 
The music-and-conversation series from CBC 
Edmonton, "The Tommy Banks Show", be­
gan a summer run May 16 at 9PM on many 
sta tions of the CBC-TV network. 

The series features the Edmonton entertainer 
Tommy Banks as host, interviewer, orches­
tra leader, arranger and. pianist, along with 
guests from Canada and abroad. The show is 
taped' live before an audience in the 600-
seat Students Union Theatre on the Univer­
sity of Alberta campus, with Lee Livingstone 
as director and Don R. McRae as executive 
producer. 

Guests on the series debut included vocalist 
Rosemary Clooney and multi-media actor 
Sebastian-Cabot. Guests on the second 
program, May 23, will be Canadian writer­
humourist Max Braithwaite and singer 
Murray McLauchlan. Guests scheduled on 
future telecasts include Wilf Carter, The
