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Whatever the label applied may be - heavy metal, hard rock, or the much malign-
ed rock ‘n’ roll - the music form initiated in the late ‘60s by bands such as Blue
Cheer, Vanilla Fudge, Deep Purple, and Led Zeppelin, once again makes inroads
into mainstream pop music. Helix, a hard-rocking quintet from South Western

Ontario, is no exception.

Capitol recording act Helix has been a
force on the Canadian music scene since
1975. It was in that year when vocalist
Brian Vollmer, guitarist Brent Doerner, and
guitarist Paul Hackman created the first
verion of the band. Daryl Gray (bass) and
Greg Hinz (drums) round out the lineup.

The second Capitol album for Helix,
Walkin’ The Razor’s Edge, was released in
July, and was the No. 2 AOR add in Canada
in the first week of release. Rock You was
taken as the first single.

Covering acts such as AC/DC and Judas
Priest, Helix gradually brought original
material into their show. Regrettably, the
band was unable to interest neither U.S. nor
Canadian labels in their product. The result
was the release of 2 independent albums,
which Helix recorded and pressed, selling
them from the stage after shows.

Lead vocalist Brian Vollmer was contact-
ed recently in Los Angeles, and he explained
the usual obstacles and problems in the
band’s beginning. “We went all over, New
York State, the Maritimes, Ontario, as well
as Texas.” Texas has long been fertile terri-
tory for Canadian rock acts, witnessed by
the reception afforded Triumph, Goddo,
Moxy, and Mahogany Rush.

“We never really did get frustrated,”
Vollmer continues, “but it was a little

disappointing . . . we just worked harder;
there were weeks when we sold 200 albums
from the stage.”

“We did a Texas tour on our first inde-
pendent release,” Vollmer continues. “It
was only 3 or 4 dates but we went over
well; we 'still keep in touch with people we
met on that tour. Audiences have grown
with us - on this album we picked up just
about every station there was to pick up.”

Following the 1983 release of their
Capitol debut - No Rest For The Wicked -
Helix toured the U.S., opening for Heart,
Motorhead, and Black Sabbath. A Kiss
tour throughout Europe and Scandinavia
garnered acclaim from the European press.

“Kiss was great,” says Vollmer. “We

. couldn’t have picked a better band to tour

with; they were friendly, and had a pro-
fessional attitude.”

On their return, the band began work on
their second album, Walkin’ The Razor’s
Edge, which was produced - like the debut -
by Tom Treumuth.

“Tom approached us on the second
independent album,” Vollmer explains. “He
wanted to work with us, but someone else
was chosen; later on, our manager met him
at MIDEM, which resulted in us laying down
a few tracks in Tom’s studio, some of which
were used on No Rest.”

Toronto: WEA Music has shipped the new
Talking Heads album, Stop Making Sense,
a “live” concert soundtrack, with a Special
Limited Edition booklet featuring photos
and artwork supplied by band member
David Byrne. The cassette is a special “‘see
through” shell and includes extended ver-
sions of six tracks (Swamp, Slippery People,
Once In A Lifetime, Girlfriend Is Better,
What A Day That Way, and Life During
Wartime). The booklet answers several
interesting questions about the the group
and the movie i.e. Why Stop Making Sense?
Why a movie? Why a tour? Why no ‘special
effects’ in the movie? Why was a digital
system used for the sound? and more.

Byrne was recently in Toronto promot-
ing the upcoming release of the film which
had an advance screening at the Festival of
Festivals.

Toronto: Bob Marley, the late reggae legend,
has given Island Canada its first gold album
for Legend, Marley’s compilation album.

Meanwhile, Unforgettable Fire, the new
U2 album release is expected to ship gold.
Pride (In The Name Of Love), the first
single taken from the album, has moved on-
to the RPM 100 singles chart, which gives a
hefty boost to the album, which follows
their live package, Under A Blood Red Sky.

Relax, the debut single from Frankie
Goes To Hollywood, has surpassed gold
despite the refusal by some stations to air
the record. The latest single, Two Tribes,
a controversial number protesting the arms
race, is also about to go gold. Videos of
these two singles have been given a “re-
stricted rating” by the Ontario Censor
Board (see RPM Sept. 1).

Two Tribes is available as a 12” and a
7” single. The first album from Frankie,
a double set titled Welcome To The Pleasure
Dome, will ship Oct. 24.

CMPA hosts meetings
with U.S. counterpart

Toronto: The Canadian Music Publishers
Association (CMPA) has just wrapped a
series of meetings with its American counter-
part the National Music Publishers Associa-
tion (NMPA),

Brian Chater, CMPA President explains
that “The CMPA’s mandate is to look after
publishers’ interests at a trade association
level - functioning as an umbrella group to
deal with government and other bodies.”

The meetings included discussion of
Canadian copyright revision, home taping,
and the ‘Buffalo case’ - wherein ASCAP/
BMI won a judgment over American inde-
pendent broadcasters regarding royalties.

Chater says that the 2 groups com-
mitted themselves to continued coopera-
tion in realizing the increasingly interna-
tional nature of the music publishing
industry.

The NMPA holds an annual meeting
outside the country, with Canada being the
location this time; Japan was the locale
in 1983.

Quick U.S./Canada break
for Murray/Loggins duet

Toronto: The Anne Murray and Kenny
Loggins’ duet of Nobody Loves Me Like
You Do, has been one of the fastest break-
ing A/C singles across both Canada and
the U.S. This isn’t the first time for the two
talents to be combined. The pair teamed up
for You’ve Got Me To Hold On To, a track
that was included on Murray’s I’ll Always
Love You album.

The latest single, which is included on
Murray’s new album, Heart Over Mind,
was co-written by James Dunn and Pamela
Phillips of Ensign Music.

Murray hasn’t released a duet single
since the early ‘70s when she teamed with
Glen Campbell.

The current pairing came about when
Murray’s producer, Jim Ed Norman, sug-
gested that she record a duet with Loggins.
Norman apparently believed that the
singers’ voices would blend well. together.
Sessions were scheduled for Toronto’s
Eastern Sound once the appropriate song
was found.

Anne Murray will be co-hosting Solid
Gold (Oct. 12). Joining regular host, Rick

content. The MuchMusic team headed by
Martin is housed

The pilot — predating the American MTV
channel by three years — went to air as The
New Music, and in the intervening years has
gone on to become the most widely syn-
dicated television program of its kind in
Canada.

‘““With the decision to go with that pro-
gram,’’ Martin recalls, ‘“‘Moses made a solid
commitment to music programming; at the
time, there were people who thought that it
was crazy, but he went with it.”

in the Queen Street

Music video programming at CITY-TV has
now expanded to include The CHUM 30, a
‘countdown’ show, and Toronto Rocks, a
popular late afternoon video/industry news
package hosted by CHUM-AM DJ John Ma-
jhor. Another program to result from
Znaimer’s enthusiasm regarding the concept
was City Limits, a relatively freeform late
night program hosted by Christopher Ward,
which has now been assimilated into the
MuchMusic format.

The CRTC recently granted the
MuchMusic group the licence for a 24-hour
all-music video channel, the first such in
Canada, with an understanding of the agree-
ment being that the network will provide a
Canadian- content level of 10% in.its pro-
gramming.

““There was apparently strong competition
on the application,”’ says Martin. ‘““I’m cer-
tain we were approved in a great part as a
result of our experience and the support pro-
vided by the CHUM group.”’

MuchMusic exists as a division of the
CHUM group. “Their (the CRTC) prime
concern was a strong financial base,”” Martin
continues, ‘‘and it was obvious that we were
already doing that type (24-hour) of
programming on a piecemeal basis. City
Limits certainly was a way of testing the pro-
duct on an ongoing basis.”’

Christopher Ward and New Music host
J.D. Roberts will be the network’s video
jocks, with a typical hour of programming
consisting of around 10 videos, up to eight
minutes of commercials, and music and in-
dustry information.

Martin says that given the conditions of the
licence, the plan initially is to rotate a six-
hour block of programming four times per
day.

Born in England, Martin came to Canada
in 1969. He worked for the CBC, and at one
point was a producer of national current af-
fairs programming for television. His output
included Weekend, 90 Minutes Live, and One
Night Stand, a series of Y2-hour programs
featuring artists such as guitarist Domenic
Troiano, and singer David Wiffen. Martin
has overall spent 15 years as a television pro-
ducer, 10 of those with the CBC.

He talks about his crew with a regard
bordering on reverence. ‘““We’re sort of like a
family . . . it’s a tightly knit organization,’’
he affirms. ‘““We have 30 people who are
serious about what they do; this is a working
music newsroom where the intent is to create
the largest electronic local paper, broadcast
nationally, in the world.”’

2nd Annual Music Show
slated for November

Toronto: The second annual Canadian
Music Show will be held Nov. 8-11 at the
Queen Elizabeth Building, Exhibition Place.

The show will consist of exhibits of
music related products and services, semi-
nars, and concerts by recording artists.

The first day (Nov. 8) will feature a
spotlight on music education with addi-
tional attendance by students and teachers
from high schools, colleges, and universities.

Huey Lewis leads
strong MCA roster

Toronto: Huey Lewis heads up a strong
roster of artists for MCA Records (Canada),
which includes releases on the company’s
affiliate labels, Chrysalis and Island.

Lewis’ Sports LP is still a Top 10 resi-
dent after 42 weeks on the RPM 100, and
has sold in excess of 400,000 units in Canada.

Another Chrysalis artist, Billy Idol, is
experiencing success with his Rebel Yell
album, still a Top 20 record after over 40
weeks on release. Rebel Yell has sold in
excess of 300,000 units in Canada. Other
Chrysalis acts - Spandau Ballet and Pat
Banatar - are selling well, with Spandau’s
current release, Parade, selling 50,000 units,
5 weeks after release.

MCA’s affiliation with Island has yield-
ed strong sales on Bob Marley’s Legend LP
(sales exceeding 50,000), and Frankie Goes
To Hollywood’s Relax, also topping 50,000.

On the MCA label, the new Fixx album,
Phantoms, is over 50,000 units 2 weeks
after release, and Nik Kershaw’s Human
Racing is also in excess of 50,000 units.

Upcoming releases from MCA (Canada)
include LPs by Pat Benatar, U2, Tom
Petty, Barry Gibb and Joan Jett.

Internationa[ Arts meet
to be staged in Montreal

Montreal: The first International Perform-
ing Arts Conference will take place at the
new Palais des Congres (Dec. 9-12). CINARS
(the French acronym) seeks to establish
itself as the prime international buying
market for Canadian talent.

There will be nine 2-hour showcases
presented to buyers of the performing
arts - including tour/festival organizers,
talent/booking agents, and record company
and broadcast representatives. Dance, thea-
tre, and music artists who wish to appear at
the conference have already submitted
applications to the organizers.

In addition to the showcases, an Exhibit
Hall will be set up with over 150 displays to
facilitate exchanges between Canadian tal-
ent, buyers, and arts groups. Publicity for
the conference is being handled by MQM
Communications of Toronto. ;

The Nashville Now TVer has become popu-
lar television for Canadian viewers.
