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Geldof signs to Intersong & releases new solo album

Bob Geldof, who once fronted The Boom-
town Rats and more recently organized the
Band Aid/Live Aid relief efforts, was in
Toronto this past week to drum up support
for his latest release - a solo album titled Deep
In The Heart Of Nowhere, “‘which,”’ he says,
‘‘gives a sense of being lost but it’s not what
the album is about.”’

At a press conference, held while Geldof
was in Toronto, the singer alluded that
although grateful to be once again nominated
for a Nobel Peace Prize, he was indeed
‘“‘relieved to be back making music again. It’

like slipping into a warm bath.”’

Before releasing the LP, Geldof signed
an exclusive worldwide publishing agreement
with Intersong International. In making that

announcement Freddy Bienstock, the presi-
dent of the Chappell and Intersong Group,
offers ‘“He is a truly original and gifted artist,
and we look forward to a long and successful
relationship with him.”’

However, even Geldof admits if this
record isn’t ““a hit”’ then the record com-
panies involved won’t carry through with his
option. He is signed to the Atlantic label in
Canada/U.S. and to Phonogram for the re-
mainder of the territories.

He also explained why, in fact, there are
no songs about Africa or his efforts there, on
his album. ‘‘Because that would be ex-
ploitive. I record music not for vanity or
money but as a form of expression and com-
munication . . . and this record would’ve
been made even if it weren’t for Band Aid.

“I’m not one of those people like Elvis

Strange Advance begin
work on third album

With recording expected to be completed in
early February, the Vancouver-based duo
Strange Advance have entered the Little
Mountain Studios to complete work on their
3rd - as yet untitled - album.

The band is now signed to Gerry
Young’s Current Records, following the
release of World’s Away and 2WO0 on the
Capitol label.

Young says the new album is “‘an ag-
gressive new approach for the band which
contains more hits than their past two albums
combined.”” The band’s debut was certified
gold and their follow-up achieved platinum
status - which earned them a Juno nomina-
tion for Group of the Year.

Strange Advance, Drew Arnott and Dar-
ryl Kromm, began recording November 18
and the new album, informs Young, will
feature such songs as Hold You, Crying In
The Ocean, Endless Nights and Turn Away.
A release date has been slated for the spring
of next year.

Rhino responding to ‘oldie goldie’ formats

Apparently there is gold to be found in
today’s ‘‘gold’’ formats. Santa Monica,
California, based Rhino Records - who have
recently released their Golden Archive Series
and The Best Of The Kingsmen - are basically
responding to the popularity of the ‘‘oldie”’
format, according to Rhino’s Associate
Director Stan Becker.

““This is an era (of music) that will never
die,”’ he states, ‘‘an era that produced artistic
output that is still gaining in popularity. Just
look at how many recent hit movies are titled
after and based around the music from this
period.”’

He furthers that as the years pass, ‘‘the
original rock generations have more of an ap-
preciation for the intrinsic honesty of this
music; and as each new generation discovers
itself they too seek out the music’s that is
unemcumbered and driving.”’

Hoping to capitalize therefore, Rhino
has released albums from: The Beau Brum-
mels, The Spencer Davis Group, The Everly
Brothers, The Bobby Fuller Four, Love, The
Standells, The Turtles and Ritchie Valens; all

of which comprise the ‘“Archive’’ series.
As well, following Richard Berry’s
recovery of his royalty rights to Louie Louie,

the label has released The Best Of The:

Kingsmen. Also, Becker informs Rhino has
made available The Best Of Louie Louie,
which includes Berry’s rendition of the song,
the Kingsmen’s (12 million selling) 1963 ver-
sion, a cover by a punk-rock group and the
Rice University Marching Band.

‘‘Aside from the excellent songwriting,’’
concludes Becker, ‘‘these recordings repre-
sent all of the excitement, innocence and
spontaneous passion of a generation
dedicated to self discovery and self expres-
sion.”’

Rhino Records have also released the
Billy & The Beaters track, At This Moment,
which was featured on the NBC series Family
Ties. The song is charting stateside and Mar-
tha Hanrahan (of NBC) reports the response
has been overwhelming. ‘“We’ve had so much
more reesponse than the Phil Collins tune
recieved when it was on Miami Vice and that
tune went on to the Top 10.”’

Think Visual represents
MCA'’s first Kinks album

Rock ‘n’ Roll Cities is the title of the first
single from MCA Records’ first album from
the veteran British rock group The Kinks, en-
titled Think Visual.

Not only is it the first Kinks album on
MCA, but Think Visual marks the first new
studio LP from the hard rock unit in 2 years.
The Kinks, who first recorded for the Pye
label, last recorded for Arista before signing
with MCA.

The Kinks last studio project, Word Of
Mouth, was issued in 1984 and also came on
Arista. Like recent Kinks LPs released during
the last few years, Think Visual is produced
by group leader, main songwriter and
guitarist Ray Davies.

Rock ‘n’ Roll Cities is being supported
by video product and the flip side carries the
track Welcome To Sleazy Town. Altogether,
the new album contains 11 cuts and is
reported to be the 25th album in the long
history of The Kinks.

Still in the band are Dave Davies, drum-
mer Mick Avory, bassist Jim Rodford and
keyboardist Ian Gibbon. However, the
band’s touring drummer is Bob Henrit.
MCA Records Canada is backing their first
Kinks project with a full marketing cam-
paign.

Many rock historians credit The Kinks as
the first hard rock group. With Ray Davies
penning the songs and combined with his
brother’s biting guitar work, the band scored
in late 1964 with the song You Really Got
Me.

They followed up with several other hits
throughout their career, including All Day
And All Of The Night, Tired Of Waiting For
You, A Well Respected Man, Sunny After-
noon, Deadend Street, Victoria, Lola and
Come Dancing. At the same time, Ray Davies
became one of rock’s most respected writers
over the years.

A blast from the past. ..

I know I’m supposed to take Walt’s place,
but the similarities in the business today and
22 years ago . . . let’s go back and see what
Walt was saying back then . . . about getting
a Canadian record off the ground.

. . .the very first Walt Says (in the Sept. 1,
1964 issue) asked: ‘“What’s wrong with our.
record industry? Why can’t Canadian records
get off the ground?”’

. .some of the answers to those preceding
questions are still very valid today:

. . .“For instance already on file we have
complaints against the Musicians Union, ar-
tists, groups, the BBG and record companies.

Along with these complaints come solutions’

to the problems. . . .Record producers have a
habit to yell bloody murder when their first
record doesn’t make it. We know one in-
dependent producer in the U.S. who admits
to bombs amounting to 80 per cent per year,
yet he keeps plugging on and on; and when he
does make a hit you can be sure it’s a big one,
enough to compensate him for another two
dozen flops.

. . .*“We receive letters from artists who
believe they are being cheated out of their
God given talent because the radio stations
won’t play their record. Groups who play to
and thrill many audiences can’t understand
why this same ogling public won’t support
them by buying records. There is a reason
and in most cases it’s not because the Pro-
gram Director is anti-Canadian.

. . .““This is a very fresh and new market for
Canadian talent and it is going to take a few
more years for our industry to come of age.

. . .“It’s happening. I’ve seen examples of it
already. One young Canadian producer who
took advantage of the knowledge available in
the U.S., recently amazed a group of musi-
cians by producing the American way, that is,
having the American sound. I am aware of
yet another producer fairly new on the scene
who is willing to experiment and feels he has
now come up with the sound everyone is
looking for. Time will tell, but if at first you
do not succeed. . . .”’

The Parachute Club - breaking internationally

Of the three albums The Parachute Club have
released, their latest Small Victories is by far
the best - and by January the rest of the world
will be able to hear it as well. The band’s
awards and accolades have been mounting at
a pace of increasing frequency since their
Daniel Lanois produced debut, which con-
tained Rise Up, and the group’s not really
slowing down to take notice of them either.

This past year, while preparing and
recording the Small Victories material, the
various bandmembers were working on in-
dividual projects. For example: drummer Bil-
ly Bryans produced (Juno winner) Lillian
Allen’s Revolutionary Tea Party album and
keyboardist Laurie Conger scored the sound-
track for the National Film Board’s Dark
Lullabies feature documentary.

Following their 1984 At The Feet Of The
Moon release, The Parachute Club went on
to win a Juno for Group of the Year. Now, a
couple of years older - and wiser - the group
feels prepared to take on the world that
awaits.

““The first album came about because we
had no idea what we were doing at the time,”’
explains leadvocalist Lorraine Segato. ‘“The
Parachute Club was a project that was on the
lark.

““Billy and I were interested in a certain
kind of music and a certain kind of politic,”’
she continues. ‘“We were signed to a record
contract and we had to come up with material
. . .and that was really the beginning of The
Parachute Club.”’

Bryans adds that by the time had come
to record their second record, ‘‘the novelty
had worn off.”” With Michael Beinhorn at the
helm, and although the band was ‘‘more
unified’’, that effort has its ‘‘bad parts’’, ad-
mits Bryans but ‘“there is some good material
on that album.”

Even though Beinhorn’s album surpass-
ed platinum in sales, he was not asked to
come back and record Small Victories.
Through a series of ‘‘happy coincidences and
circumstances,’’ informs Bryans, John Oates
made himself available and produced 4
tracks, as well as sharing the lead vocal on the
first single, Love Is Fire.

After a few weeks, Small Victories has
already surpassed the gold plateau, yet Love
Is Fire unfortunately isn’t doing as well after
its initial push.

Segato suggests the label asked for
““music that could be played on radio. I
think, in their hearts, they want a hit and to
be honest Parachute Club has been ‘this shy’
of becoming huge in this country.

‘‘Because our songs have gotten on the
radio but they’re not No. 1 singles. . .we’ve
always gotten in the Top 10 but never No. 1,”*
she laments. ‘‘Not that it really matters to us,
but in the scheme of business it’s important
for the record company - and their profile
- with the way they perceive their artists
as being successful.”” :

Segato relates the band couldn’t be
pressured into recording a ‘‘commercial’’
album anyway. “‘That’s not really a demand
they can place on The Parachute Club
because if they demanded it we would have

had to look the other way. We’re not
premeditated people. We don’t write music
for those reasons. We write music because we
want to write good songs.

““Of course, in that, we want to hopeful-
ly write good enough songs that are accessible
on radio and serve the purpose for other peo-
ple as well. But for us it’s a process of finding
what is the most important songs for us to be
singing or playing at that time.”’

Both Segato and Bryans affirm Oates
participation on the project will benefit their
efforts to break this release in the U.S. ‘‘But
really,”’ says Segato, ‘““‘when all is said and
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done, John’s reputation alone can’t make
The Parachute Club. Because The Parachute
Club is the one who goes out and works the
record and sings live to the people.”’

While Bryan maintains ‘‘If the record is
successful, some people are going to say it’s
because of John QOates. If it’s not successful,
it’ll be because of John Oates. People are go-
ing to find reasons to blame it on him or give
him all the credit.

“I’m not worried,”” he concludes. ‘“‘This
is our 3rd album and we’re mature enough to
take the opportunities that come our way,
which in this case was to work with a man as
gifted as John Oates. And if that helps us be
successful and better at our craft then that’s
fine. If some people think that’s bad. . .then
that’s the risk you take.”

Cosford slams U.S. radio syndication programs. . .

I got a phone call the other day from the Pro-
gram Director of a radio station in Florida.
They wanted to know if it would be okay to
broadcast CHUM?’s story of the Beatles.

It’s the fifth call of its kind that I’ve
received this year.

The remarkable thing about it is that
they all want to broadcast a program that is
sixteen years old.

It reminded me that (once again) Cana-
dians have ‘dropped the ball’.

Today, most of the programs called
‘‘Syndicated Radio Specials’’ are produced in
Los Angeles or New York by companies call-
ed Westwood One, United Stations and of
course CBS, NBC and ABC.

As little as 10 years ago most ‘‘Radio
Specials’® were produced by Canadians.

The Story of the Beatles was the first to
be actually syndicated. Kind of. You see, we
had no idea what we were doing. ‘“We’’> were
J. Robert Wood, Bill McDonald, Doug
Thompson, Doug Rawlinson and Chuck
Hanks. The original script had been written
by Larry Solway. Bill McDonald was

rewriting it. Doug Thompson and I were"

producing, Chuck was narrating, Rawlinson
was doing a little of everything and Bob
Wood was making us want to do it.

Bob was very good at his job.

We had no sooner produced two hours
of it than he put it on the air at an hour per
day.

By doing this, Bob was making sure that
we had a very clear idea as to what our
deadlines were. Doug and I learned how to be
‘“‘well rested’’ on four hours a night.

In 1970 The Production Studios at
CHUM were known as The Museums. A
term of endearment that referred to the
equipment. The studio that Doug Thompson
worked in was not equipped with remote but-
tons for the machines, so he had to stand up
when producing.

A week later he was in the hospital. . .his
left leg swollen to twice its normal size.

But we never missed a deadline.

Once the program was completed,
CHUM gave it away to radio all over the
world. I’'m told it’s one of the reasons why
radio all over the world knows what CHUM
is.

Six years later we produced a 12 hour
documentary on Elvis Presley. ‘“They”’ said
that the ‘‘Memphis Mafia’> would probably
try to stop us, however, every phone call I
made to the Presley people was returned. . .
and every one of them talked to us.

Gordon Stoker of The Jordanaires told
me that we were getting co-operation because
““Elvis heard your Beatle program.”’ It was
the proudest moment of my life.

Today. . .that very same Elvis Presley
program is being syndicated throughout the
world by an American company calling
themselves The Programming Consultants.
They now call the program The Presley
Years.

Since then I’ve worked with some very
talented Canadians producing The Evolution
of Rock, The Producers, Superstar Count-
down, Supertramp: Self Portrait and hours
and hours of The Top 100 Of The Year. Most

of it syndicated throughout the world. Some
of it even translated into other languages. In
fact The Evolution Of Rock was Billboard
Magazine’s Documentary Of The Year.
Meanwhile, my friend and occasional
partner Douglas Thompson has often shown
the Americans how to do it by producing
specials on Lennon for NBC, and Ringo for
ABC, while David Pritchard’s Sonic

He hopes to
have his next album - yet untitled - out in the
market sometime in February.

‘Newton-Davis.

‘“The material I’ve been working on is
much more directed at a mainstream au-
dience,”” says the Oakville-born artist. ‘‘The
material is more commercially accessible. It
will be interesting to see how it’s received.”’

The singer admits that when he wrote the
material for his first LP, he didn’t think it
was the type of material which would have
commercial success. “‘Obviously, it did,”’ he
adds.

““There’s a variety of styles in the new
material. Some songs are a bit softer. I think
what I do falls into the adult category, but
they are pop songs,”” Cameron states.

Cameron was nominated for a 1986
Juno award in the Most Promising Male
Vocalist category but lost out to CBS’ Billy
Ironically, Cameron’s
previous material has only now been released
in Australia and New Zealand. He is confi-
dent the product will do well.

Workshop has produced some outstanding
programs on The Beatles and The Stones and
sold them to TM and Mutual.

Many of the Canadian produced pro-
grams were syndicated by Len and Paul at
“Telemedia who could have just bought the
cheaper American shows, but understood
that we did them better. Most of the suc-
cessful ““Specials’’ syndication in Canada in
recent history has been because of them.

But that was Yesteryear.

Syndication is Big Business in America
now. America’s got The Clout. Even Cana-
dian performers are more likely to do an in-
terview with The Americans than they are a
Canadian.

. . . .And that’s why Canada won’t be
producing much syndication anymore and
why most syndicated programming will come
from America.

Too bad.

Because Canadian shows are usually
quite different from American shows. For
one thing, because we need to sell them
abroad, they are created from an Interna-
tional perspective. American shows are
created for America and then, as an after-
thought, sold elsewhere.

But that’s not all.

Most of the Canadian shows are really
done for Radio. In The Beatles, we recreated
their first flight to New York, in Presley his
first public appearance, in The Evolution
Kennedy’s assassination, in Supertramp the
birth of Roger Hodgson’s child backstage. A
magic moment in Sonic’s Stones’ show has
Mick and Keith meeting for the first time on a
train. The sound effects are from the actual
train.

It was Stan Freberg who pointed out that
ONLY IN RADIO could you fly the Royal
Ajir Force over Lake Michigan and drop a
Maraschino Cherry into a Mountain Of
Whipped Cream to the cheering of Twenty
Thousand Screaming Extras.

The shows produced in America that I
hear today are usually interviews followed by
music, followed by interviews. The writing
(what there is of it) is for The Eye rather than
The Ear.

American Radio Syndication is like
McDonald’s Hamburgers.

Now maybe we don’t need A Real Cana-
dian Hamburger, but we do need A Real
Canadian Culture. Casey Kasem declaring
the No. 1 song in America to the people in
Brandon doesn’t cut it.

This isn’t “‘sour grapes.”’ If I wanted to
produce syndication in America that’s where
I’d be. But I don’t and I’m not.

It’s just that, as we move once again into
an era of networking, and a culture crisis in
Canadian radio, it’s important to note that
Canada produced the best programming on
Rock History, The Beatles, Elvis and The
Stones. . .and that now, famous syndication
announcers Charlie Van Dyke and Chuck
Hanks got their first opportunities from
Canadian programming.

We’ve got The Clout too if we have the
imagination to use it.

I asked the guy in Florida why he wanted
to run our Beatle show. . .afterall, it’s been
done many times since, and in stereo.

He said it was because it was The Best.
