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MCA takes market share lead on retail albums 
MCA Music Entertainment group has taken the 
current album chart share lead on Soundscan's 
retail album chart, having obtained 20.02% of the 

chart for the week ending Nov 24. The #1 position 
was supplemented by a lead in the absolute market 
share, a triumph over Warner Music, which has 
held absolute market share dominance since the 
inception of the Soundscan system in October. 
President of MCA Music Entertainment Ross 
Reynolds credits the dramatic rise, which as of the 
last quarter was at 14.1 % for retail album charts, 
to "a combination of things," though he says the 

acquisition of Interscope Records was by far the 
most dramatic addition to the MCA family. 

"We were going to have a good fall, but we 
ended up having a spectacular fall when you throw 
Interscope into there," he remarked last week.

The CRTC appears to be under seige

Since 1992, many significant decisions the CRTC 
has made in radio have been appealed to Cabinet. 

The first I noticed was the Shaw cable radio 
decision in '92. Remember ... the one where Shaw 
was attempting an end-run around everyone else 
by applying for satellite delivered, commercial 
free, digital quality subscription music services on 
cable? 

The people in the know told me that Shaw 
didn't have a snowball's chance in Ottawa. It was 

just a bunch of U.S. music services with a couple 
of Cancon channels thrown in. This wasn't going 
to make anyone happy .. . least of all the publishers 
who owned the music. Would subscribers listen to 
the Cancon channels 30 per cent of the time? 
Wouldn't this new technology ( cable radio) impact 
on conventional technology (commercial radio)? 
Didn't the CRTC usually give all the players a 
chance by putting out a "call" for applicants? 

Apparently not! Shaw got the license. 
In a precedent setting move, the publishers 

appealed to Cabinet. The CRTC decision was

overturned. A lot of negotiation and a few years 
later, it looks like Pay Music is coming soon to a 
cable company near you.

But now it seems that every loser that has 
money for lawyers and a political connection is 
appealing to Cabinet.

I've been involved in license applications for 
new radio stations in both Canada and the United 
States, and as much as I hate to say it, the Yankees 
do it right. In Canada you don't know who have to 
be. In the U.S. you do. There is an established 
criteria for new licensees . The FCC (the U.S. 
version of the CRTC) cannot be accused of 
awarding licenses based on politics, favouritism, 
or for all anyone knows, astrological signs. 

Between 1983 and 1987, I worked with Ron 
Morey, a Canadian who had taken out U.S. 
citizenship on an application for an FM station in 
Garden City, New York, about 20 miles from 
Manhattan. It was only a Class A lkw frequency, 
but Ron would do battle with 14 other applicants. 
Going into the process, we knew that he had a good 
chance of eventually being successful. Ron fit the 
FCC criteria. 

He had the financial resources to run the 
station for at least three months without relying 
on revenue from the operation; he was running a 
successful business that he would be able to

We know that the only applicant that could 
beat us would be a woman that matched the rest of 
the criteria. And so did the oth~r 13 applicants who 
vied for the license. 

So why did 14 groups or individuals apply 
for this station? A lot of reasons. One was a college 
student who simply wanted the experience. A few 
others were lawyers who, perhaps, though they 
might win on an obscure legal technicality. At least 
they wouldn't have to hire a lawyer. 

A major player was a woman who qualified 
as a minority. She actually won on the first decision, 
but lost on appeal because the financial support 
she claimed, was not her own. 

The bottom line is that Ron Morey won the 
radio station. Ownership of the public airwaves in 
the U.S. had some new blood that earned the right 
to be there. The radio station we created was 
WDRE, New York. If KROQ Los Angeles is the 
"father" of Modern Rock radio in the U.S., WDRE

is, at least, the "little brother". 
And now a revelation! The FCC did not want 

any of the losing applicants to appeal the decision 
to the U.S. Supreme Court, so it was suggested 
that Ron "settle" with everyone. A few hundred 
thousand dollars later, everyone was happy. The 
applicants got a return on their application 
investment. It would help ;some of them to come 
back for another day. And Ron had a radio license 
that was certainly worth more than he had spent to 
win it. 

Now, ari irony! Ron Morey earned his first 
fortune as a voice-over announcer, initially in 
Canada and later in New York. If you've ever tried 
to break into voice-over work, you know how 
difficult it is. You need a first big break in the big 
city. Ron moved from Vancouver to Hamilton with 
an ulcer. He didn't cut it as a DJ at CKLG. But I 
thought he could be the "voice" ofDon's Say Hello, 
I Listen to CHUM. Ron Morey's big break came 
when he got a part time job doing voice-overs at 
CHUM, Toronto. The man who approved his 

undertaking funded through a $7.5 million capital 
campaign of private donors, a $5.5 million loan 
and a $2 million grant from the provincial 
government, it has created 250 jobs and is expected 
to generate millions of dollars for the Ontario 
economy.

The album was put 
together almost 15 years ago, says Leduc, 
when Greene was continually returning to 
Toronto for production work on his 
television series The New Wilderness. "The 
French version was released in 1983 and 
in 1984, Melanie King suggested we do an 
English translation and that we ask Lome 
Greene to help us out." says Leduc. 

In addition to Lome Greene, the 
children's venture utilized the talents of 
several other Canadians including Sherisse 
Laurence, Judi Richards and Carlisle 
Miller.

BMG mines rockabilly roots with BR5-49 

Puttin' the billy back in hillbilly 
by Rod Gudino 

It is hardly news that medern rock has availed itself 
ef a hest ef cress-genres in the centinueus attempt 
to. keep itself medern. Things like cressing Pantera 
with Ace Of Base er Pink Fleyd with The Sex 
Pistels to. produce an entirely "new" er "different" 
seund has driven the fermat to. the peint where it 
resembles seme crazy genetic experiment eut ef a 
jukebex. Ceuntry music, en the ether hand, has 
remained the staunch antithesis to. the cress 
pellinating trends ef medern reck, steadfastly 
helding to. its ewn as if to. a dectrine ef divine 
inspiratien. 

That is why the arrival in ceuntry circles ef 
semething like BR5-49 becemes a mementeus 
eccasien. BR5-49, who. tread in the dust tracks ef 
Merle Haggard, Buck Owens and Beb Wills, have 
stepped beet gazing eneugh to. draw influences 
from greups like The Ramenes, The Cramps and 
Miner Threat. Fer Chuck Mead, him efthe smeeth 
vex and twangy guitar behind BR5-49's knee 
slappin' hillbilly ceuntry, the centact with punk 
and medern reck in general is the critical ingredient 
to. his band's heme-grewn roets. 

"It's a spirit ef deing things," he says last week 
befere a gig in Terente which is at the cusp ef a 
Eurepean teur. "That whele musical revelutien in 
the late seventies and early eighties was just a result 
efthe lapse efthe human teuch. It was all cerperate 
reck and these guys just picked up instruments and 
played it the way they heard it, just like all the eld 
ceuntry guys did." 

Mead, whese band takes its name from Junier 
Samples' phene number en the pepular televisien 
shew Hee Haw ("They had cernball humeur, but 
man the music!" he exclaims), is as adamant abeut 
BR5-49's punk reets as he is abeut evangelizing 
yeung audiences to. tried and true ceuntry. 

"A let ef peeple ferget abeut the billy part ef 
reckabilly," he says. "I mean, it's a bunch ef 
hillbilly guys playing seuped up hillbilly music, 
really. That's what Carl Perkins was; he's ene ef 
the greatest ceuntry singers there is. There's this 
ene seng that he did and it's called Let The Jukebex 
Keep On Playin' and man, it's stene celd ceuntry. 
A let ef peeple ferget that there's reem fer fiddle 

and steel guitar and all that stuff." 
BR5-49 is the predigy ef Arista, who. sceeped 

them up as they were breaking eut ef Rebert's 
Western Werld in dewntewn Nashville. With 
eneugh urgency to. appeal to. yeung audiences and 
eneugh eld time ditties to. cenvince the elders they 
were the real McCey, BR5-49 became infameus 
fer threwing a party the entire family ceuld enjey. 
Once regienal audiences had respended faveurably, 
Arista turned their eye to. the internatienal market. 
Steady premetien and teuring acress the US and 
abread, including an epening slet en a recent Black 
Crewes teur, caught them fire like a line ef 
gunpewder acress the centinent. 

"It's undeniable peeple enjey that kind ef 
music cause it's an infectieus sert ef rhythm to. it, 
kind ef like swing music," says Mead. "When yeu 
hear semeene threw it dewn yeu can't help but 
just get invelved in it cause it pulls yeu right en 
in. There are so. many everpreduced preductien 
cencepts instead efjust settin' micrephenes up and 
recerding peeple playing. And peeple sense that 
kind ef sterility in all kinds ef music and I'm talkin' 
abeut acress the beard." 

Interestingly, the band has gained much 
neteriety in Eurepe, where they are currently 
headed fer televisien appearances and cencert 
dates. The unique cenglemeratien ef hillbilly 
ceuntry and a spittin' attitude that drives tunes like 
2 Cherekee Beegie, Henky Tenk Seng and Ramena 
(Gene Hillbilly Nuts) which retain the werld-wide 
appeal ef ceuntry while distilling it fer yeunger 
audiences, has enraptured ceuntry curieus fans. 
And there are mere ef these areund the werld than 
the average music listener weuld care to. guess, 
says Mead. The critics, fer their part, can't seem · 
to. agree whether the band is mere retre than 
pregressive er vice versa, and when pressed en the 
issue, Mead can't either. 

"We try to. write abeut real things in eur 
eriginal sengs," he says. "We can't really talk abeut 
trains because really there aren't that many trains 
anymere, but that deesn't mean that yeu have to. 
de away with the whele structure ef a train type 
seng." 

Fer the mement, Mead and co.-musicians Den 

meves up to. #41 this week frem #72. Taken frem 
his Between New And Then album, the single has 
been charting fer feur weeks. 

Amy Sky goes country with her recent AlC 
hit, I Will Take Care Of Yeu which is included en 
her album, Ceel Rain. The album was preduced 
by Antheny Vanderburgh and Dave Pickell. 
Released en the Iren label, distributed by BMG, 
the single enters the chart at #73, the mest added 
this week.

Country i270 CHAT Day by the Mayor of 
Medicine Hat, his Worship Ted Grimm; the 
unveiling of a monument on the site of the original 
radio station (now Medicine Hat's City Hall); and 
an Open House. 

The Open House actually began a few days 
earlier (on Oct. 11), with a wine and cheese 
celebration for the station's many advertisers and 
honoured dignitaries. On arrival they were treated 
to a station tour along with a commemorative 50th 
Anniversary pen and a delicious deli and hors 
d' oeuvres spread. 

Now, 50 years later on Nov. 1 at 6 am, CHAT's 
very first morning personality, Orv Kope came 
back to the airwaves where he joined the current 
morning personality Jim Duce, much to the delight 
and entertainment of the listening audience. The 
day's log was filled with CHAT memorabilia clips 
and numerous congratulatory messages from 
famous CHAT alumni.

Of Fire, the work portrays mankind's history and 
its most stunning aspects during the 20th century. 

Not only has this venture earned him critical 
acclaim, but recently garnered him an invitation 
to Madrid by the Spanish government as part of its 
60th anniversary celebration of the Spanish Civil 
War. No Pasaran, a composition that captures 
images of the nationalist forces under Franco's 
command who gradually recaptured Spain from the 
Republicans, was the track used in the 
government's celebrations. "It was quite a test," 
says Leduc, "I wanted to know how Europeans 
would react to this guy from Montreal coming in 
and saying 'ok, here's your story.'"

But, apparently, he need not have worried; The 
reaction to the piece was more than he expected. 
"I met this guy who actually fought against Franco, 
and he was really touched and pleased." 

And when he's not busy writing for the kids 
or immortalizing history in music, Leduc likes to 
take time out to score television programs -- a mini­
series to be precise. The Lost Daughter, an 
upcoming mlm-series starring Richard 
Chamberlain and based on the story of the Order 
of the Solar Temple, is the composer's challenge 
for November and December.
