Although not as dynamic as thier earlier 
outings, they are still no less worthy 
contemporaries to the choleric, dissonant, 
progressive muse that speaks to and through 
godheadsilo, hump, and perhaps Killdozer. 
There is much banter spoken of this country 
tinge spin in heavier material as though 
journalists have found some genius twist to 
write about drums, bass, and guitar.
